CODE REQUIRES THAT THEY BE PLACED WITH OPERABLE PARTS AT 48” MAXIMUM HEIGHT. 

C: SECOND HOOK: A SECOND HOOK MAY BE PROVIDED AT THE DISCRETION OF THE FACILITY, NO SPECIFIC HEIGHT 
IS MANDATED BY CODE, 60” IS RECOMMENDED. 

D: ALLOWABLE RANGE: ALL OPERABLE PARTS MUST BE WITHIN A 15’ MIN. AND 48” MAX. HEIGHT ABOVE THE FLOOR
