Take medical histories and 
perform physical examinations.

How do NPs and PAs prepare for their roles? NP PA 

Hold master’s-degree level and in some cases, hold a 
doctoral degree. 

Classroom instruction in basic and advanced medical 
sciences. 

At least 700 hours of supervised clinical practice, 
with 800+ additional clinical hours during RN license 
preparation. 

At least 2,000 hours of supervised clinical practice. 

Certifications and licenses include: 
• National board certification. 
• State NP licensure and registration. 
• Graduate nursing education. 
• RN license. 
• Bachelor’s degree in nursing. 

Certifications and licenses include:
